We can take an active interest in the welfare of the parish, try to 
attend services regularly, and spread the word about our parish community. St. Andrew and    
St. Mark’s has an aging membership, but it remains vital and active, thanks to the creative, co-
operative people who form its nucleus. 
Speak to others at coffee hour. Many friendships have been made there, and we find it’s a 
great way to keep up with the news! By the way, it may be called “coffee hour,” but it rarely 
lasts that long. 
Volunteer for jobs that sound useful and fun. Many hands make light work. The garage sales 
need lots of willing hands to set out goods, price them, sell them, and clean up afterwards. The 
large property, including the historic chapel and the flourishing day care centre, always needs 
maintenance. Everyone likes refreshments after an event, and the cheerful volunteers who 
prepare them would love your company. 
Attend social events and concerts, and join the choir. We have an excellent choir that is 
really a community within a community. They practice on Thursday evenings and Sunday 
mornings, and they welcome newcomers. 
Our church is a beautiful space with wonderful acoustics, and could be more frequently used for 
concerts if we were sure of getting good audiences. 
We have potluck suppers just for the pleasure of eating and drinking together. Why don’t you 
join us at the next one, on Saturday, October 28? 
Come to parish council. Once a month, at least a dozen people meet to make decisions about the 
running of the parish. You don’t have to have a position on parish council to attend. It’s a useful 
way to get a fuller picture of how the church is run by its members. 
These are all forms of stewardship that anyone can provide. We have got so much pleasure out 
of our own participation. With your help, we’ll keep St. Andrew and St. Mark’s humming along for 
many years to come.

The next few weeks will mark a turning point in the whole life of St. Mark's Parish. In the past 
month, after careful and anxious consideration, your vestry has realized the need for increased 
accommodation for our rapidly growing parochial family, and you by your vote in a meeting of our 
whole parish, have endorsed their recommendations, and have secured the services of the 
Well's organization to help us bring our hopes to fulfillment. Now we must face a threefold 
challenge to Pray, Work, and Give. 
 
The result? Not only the enlarged church we need, but a New Spirit of Christian fellowship and 
service in Dorval, which will make an impact for years to come. It has happened elsewhere. It 
can and will happen here.

Dear Fellow Parishioners, 
 
Tenders have been received and the contract has been awarded and that work may commence as 
early as next week. With this in view, the select vestry has decided that we should have the 
official sod-turning ceremony on Sunday, June 1st at 11 am. The 10 o'clock service and the 
Sunday School will close early enough to permit the congregation to be out on the lawn at that 
time. Since this sod-turning ceremony for the new church occurs very close to the 60th 
Anniversary date (June 26th, 1898) of the consecration of the original chapel, it is the hope of 
the select vestry that as many parishioners as possible will be present to commemorate the 
anniversary of the chapel and rejoice in the commencement of a new church. 
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Canon Ireland will be officiating with The Reverend Barton assisting, (who is our temporary 
rector until The Reverend Turpin arrives in July.) 
 
The year 1958 is going to be a big year for St. Mark's. The year's end, if all goes well, will see a 
fine New Anglican Church in Dorval. Up till now, everything has gone according to plan - as you 
will see from this brief review of our achievements. Here are our aims, together with a quick 
look at the work now being done. 
 
OUR AIMS; A new church by Christmas 1958. Ground will be broken in the spring, and July 
should see a start on the actual building. 
 
WHERE WE STAND; The plans for our new church have been drawn up. Decisions on 
specifications, alterations, and details will be made by the building committee. 
 
The really significant thing about our campaign is this: the pledges, the submission of envelopes, 
the committee work, and every part of our campaign, is important only because it is evidence of 
increased interest in the church. This campaign has given all of us an unprecedented chance to 
witness to our faith.
